MS Excel is a computer program.
2.
It is a special program called a spreadsheet.
3.
A spreadsheet has many many columns and many many many rows.

4.
Columns go up and down; rows go side to side.

5.
When a column intersects with a row it is called a cell.

6.
Every cell has an address like G25 or A1 or ___.
7.
Spreadsheets are powerful tools used to graph the results of science experiments.
8.
The results of experiments are called data.  Data can be numbers of measurement such as measuring how many centimeters a plant grew every day. 
9.
To graph data you:


a.
Type in the data in a table in MS Excel.

b.
HIGHLIGHT the data. 

(Many people forget this step!  Sniff sniff!)
c.
Click on the Chart Wizard and follow the four steps.

NOTES of Caution

1.
Make sure the X and Y axis are labeled properly.

2.
Make sure the graph has a meaningful title such as

“Results of Growing Beans in Different Soils”

3.
Ms. Beyers likes large graphs so make sure to choose AS A NEW SHEET in Step 4.
